Worker is happy to help.  Each day, Ms. Lafreniere helps 
children regain their sense of belonging and hope 
through a wide variety of hands-on strategies.   
 
In addition, OES and CESD are proud to sponsor a 
unique initiative called the Youth Empowerment and 
Support (YES) program.  The YES program provides 
OES with youth Mentors who facilitate fun activities for 
kids (during and after school) while coaching children in 
the areas of decision-making and resiliency.  We actually 
have three youth mentors (Chris, Marjie, and Julie) that 
spend time at OES.  They make a big difference at our 
school!
