Literacy 

ABC Music  
An ÉOES program offered in addition to kindergarten music that integrates the components of early literacy: alphabet recognition, letter 
sounds, rhyming words, natural rhythm/beat, and blending letter sounds. 

Leap To Literacy  
Is a collaborative program with Chinook’s Edge and community agencies to identify pre-school children who will benefit from pre-
kindergarten learning opportunities.  The program also provides parents and caregivers with resources, information, and support in the 
area of Early Literacy. 

Nursery Rhymes  
ÉOES has a school-wide focus on nursery rhymes.  Why?  Research clearly indicates a strong relation between early exposure to nursery 
rhymes and a child’s success in reading, writing, and spelling.  

Reading at ÉOES  
Teachers at ÉOES use many approaches for developing excellent readers and celebrating early literacy.  There is a school-wide focus on 
five reading components – phonemic awareness, phonics, fluency, vocabulary, and comprehension.  (as articulated by Dawn Reithaug)  As 
well, a program called Literacy Backpacks (developed by ÉOES teachers Shannon Basisty and Helene Fisher) helps families become 
involved. Many different programs are utilized in order to support student learning (ex: Guided Reading, Animated Literacy, Daily 5) 

Writing at ÉOES  
Teachers at ÉOES use a variety of approaches for developing excellent writers.  There is a school-wide focus on the writing process and 
recognizing children as authors. ÉOES teachers give timely, specific feedback, and students learn to use tools such as writing guides, 
dictionaries, and spelling lists. Many different programs are utilized in order to support student learning (ex: Community of Learners, 
Animated Literacy, Daily 5)

Daily Revisiting  Result in student success. OES teachers help students learn and review key math concepts every day and connect math to daily, real-life 
situations.  We also focus on process rather than just getting the “right answer”. Many of our programs are based on “Math for Success” 
by ÉOES teacher Darlene Kusick, “Developmental Mathematics” by John van de Walle and “Power of Ten” by Trevor Calkins 

Estimation & Problem Solving  At ÉOES, we teach estimation and problem solving every day.  Teachers use contexts such as calendar activities, money, and games to 
help children become critical thinkers.
